Here are several ways to help out families in Mt. Diablo Unified School 
District (“District”).  We have hundreds of Foster Youth and Homeless 
Students in our District.  If you are interested in helping you may: 
 

1. Donate a Hooded Sweatshirt (with a zipper) in Black, Gray or Navy 
Blue.  Elementary Student Sizes:  6-8, 10-12, 14-16 or High School 
Student Sizes:  S, M, L or XL.  Sweatshirts may be dropped off at 
the District Office in the Lobby at 1936 Carlotta Drive, Concord 
94519.  Black, gray or navy blue are the preferred colors so students 
may wear them as part of their school uniform and they are popular 
color choices. 

 
2. Donate a gift card(s) of any denomination.  Suggested gift card 

donations are:  Kohl’s, Target, Safeway, Trader Joe’s, or any 
other gift cards.

3. Donate food (all year long) to our food pantry which supplies 
families in need with boxes of food.  We have a bin in the lobby at the 
District Office where you can place donations or contact me if you 
would like to hold a food drive some time during the year and we may 
be able to arrange for pick-up.  We are always in need of peanut 
butter, cereal, canned fruit and pasta sauce.  Any non-perishable 
items are appreciated.  Boxes the same size as a case of copy paper 
are always needed especially with lids.  Empty boxes can be dropped 
off at the District Office, 1936 Carlotta Drive, Concord 94519.
