EMPMSTR3 – Examples
Retired Employee Returning to Work

When a retiree comes back to work for us, every screen must be reviewed and updated as appropriate.  

Sel Cd2:  DEC30PAY  (Long-time certificated employees may have had JAN1PAY.  You will change this to DEC30PAY.)

TIS runs a regular process to copy from the EMPMSTR2 screen the bargaining unit, term code, and date of retirement onto the EMPMSTR3.  If you are updating the screens before this has happened, go to the EMPMSTR2 and copy the information onto EMPMSTR3.  If you have already changed the EMPMSTR2 information, you can press ctrl+t on the fields in question to see what they were before they were changed.
Character Field 12:  Bargaining Unit from which the employee retired.  

Character Field 28:  02.  This is the term code from their EMPMSTR2, meaning “Retired”.

Date Field 6:  The Term Dt from the EMPMSTR2.  
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
