Special education services at the site include a resource program, which provides support to students in the general education classroom, and two special education classes, which offer a smaller class size for students with individual education plans. Speech services are provided to students with Individual Education Plans. There is a school psychologist, an OT and a school nurse available on site once a week.

IX. Student Performance

Standardized Testing and Reporting Program

The Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program consists of several key components, including the California Standards Tests (CSTs); the California Modified Assessment (CMA), and the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA). The assessments under the STAR program show how well students are doing in relation to the state content standards. The CSTs include English-language arts (ELA) and mathematics in grades two through eleven; science in grades five, eight, and nine through eleven; and history-social science in grades eight, and nine through eleven. The CAPA includes ELA and mathematics in grades two through eleven, and science for grades five, eight, and ten. The CAPA is given to those students with significant cognitive disabilities whose disabilities prevent them from taking either the CSTs with accommodations or modifications or the CMA with accommodations. The CMA is an alternate assessment that is based on modified achievement standards in ELA for grades three through nine, mathematics for grades three through seven and Algebra I and science in grades five, eight, and ten. The CMA is designed to assess those students whose disabilities preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the California content standards with or without accommodations. On each of these assessments, student scores are reported as performance levels. Professional Development

This section provides information on the annual number of school days dedicated to staff development for the most recent three-year period.
	Mount Diablo Unified coordinates varied staff development programs for teachers and administrators based on assessed needs and state mandates. Two days prior to school are dedicated to staff development. Staff meetings on early release Wednesdays provide additional staff training.

The activities covered during the two days before school focused on the areas of using student assessment information to set instructional goals and using the newly adopted textbook materials to address the grade level standards. 

On a monthly basis, staff engages in grade level planning to share effective instructional strategies and receive information on curriculum approaches at the staff meetings. Staff attends professional workshops offered on a variety of topics related to the site’s goals for the year in reading, math, and writing.
