IX. Student Performance

Standardized Testing and Reporting Program

The Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program consists of several key components, including the California Standards Tests (CSTs); the California Modified Assessment (CMA), and the California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA). The assessments under the STAR program show how well students are doing in relation to the state content standards. The CSTs include English-language arts (ELA) and mathematics in grades two through eleven; science in grades five, eight, and nine through eleven; and history-social science in grades eight, and nine through eleven. The CAPA includes ELA and mathematics in grades two through eleven, and science for grades five, eight, and ten. The CAPA is given to those students with significant cognitive disabilities whose disabilities prevent them from taking either the CSTs with accommodations or modifications or the CMA with accommodations. The CMA is an alternate assessment that is based on modified achievement standards in ELA for grades three through nine, mathematics for grades three through seven and Algebra I and science in grades five, eight, and ten. The CMA is designed to assess those students whose disabilities preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the California content standards with or without accommodations. On each of these assessments, student scores are reported as performance levels. XII. Instructional Planning and Scheduling 

Professional Development
This section provides information on the annual number of school days dedicated to staff development for the most recent three-year period.

	The district coordinates a variety of staff development programs for teachers and administrators based on assessed needs and state mandates. Two days, prior to the school year, are dedicated to staff development.

Professional Development is offered at least once a month, with a focus on student learning, collaboration, and data-driven dialogues. Teachers are provided two grade level meetings per month as well as one full day per month to set goals, analyze data, and monitor progress. English Language Learners make up 60% of our population. Staff has been trained in Systematic ELD. All teachers have been trained in BoardMath and BoardLanguage and are implementing these strategies daily and with fidelity. Rio Vista staff has participated in several Professional Learning Community (PLC) activities since the beginning of the year. Staff will continue to engage in PLC activities throughout the year. Additional collaboration time has been built into the daily schedule.
