(STAR) that students in grades 2 through 11 took in Spring 2008. The state goal is 
an API of 800.  
  
The principal of each school that earned an API of 800 and above or that improved 
its API by at least 10 points has been invited to bring some teachers, staff, 
parents, and students to the Board meeting to be acknowledged publicly for their 
accomplishment. The meeting will be held at Monte Gardens Elementary School, 
3841 Larkspur Drive, Concord, beginning at 730 p.m.
